The $750.00 Jeffrey Mayfield Memorial Award goes to Justin Szajnecki a senior at
Fairmont State University and a native of Michigan. The $500.00 scholarship was awarded
to Matthew Riffle, a junior at Fairmont State University who is from Harrisville, WV.
Students from FSU are enrolled in a 4 year architectural technology program.

Because there is no state school of Architecture, the WV Chapter of AIA has continued to
support West Virginia students enrolled in accredited programs leading to a professional
degree in Architecture and continues to recognize the importance of the Architectural
education to its profession and has recently voted to expand the Scholarship Program.
